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Abstract: At present, the reform of higher education and ideological education has raised higher demands for the quality of ideological
and political education courses in universities. During the teaching process, it is essential to actively innovate teaching methods and
educational concepts. To better meet the comprehensive needs for cultivating students' moral emotions, values, and personal character,
the introduction of aesthetic education models is proposed. By integrating aesthetic and artistic forms with ideological and political
education, the level of aesthetic education within ideological and political courses can be enhanced. Consequently, the analysis of
teaching reform in ideological and political education from the perspective of aesthetic education has garnered widespread attention.
